Recreation Leader’s Report:

Nick updated the Commission on the After School Program that students and staff were coming back from the holiday break.  A staff meeting was held during the break to discuss changes, improvements and successes from the first half of the program.  Also, Nick informed the Commission of the new lounge area created in the Senior Lounge.
The Friday Night Middle School program will begin again after the break with the Snow ball Dance (cancelled in December due to weather) and will be held on January 17th.

Lastly, Nick informed the Commission that the Challenger League director/leaders will be meeting next Wednesday (January 8th) to discuss the calendar of events for the upcoming season.
Recreation Supervisor’s Report:

Josh discussed potentially adding 2 flat screen TVs to the Community Center to enhance rental revenue.  He also brought up the possibility of allowing alcohol during rentals.  The Commission suggested looking at the waiver the Town of Hamburg Recreation Dept. requires for alcohol use at the Taylor Road facility before making a decision on the matter.
Next, Josh reiterated to the Commission that the Hamburg Little Cagers (HLC) season is underway and using gymnasiums in the Hamburg and Frontier school districts.  He reported that the HLC travel teams (4th, 5th & 6th grade) have coaches in place for the year and scrimmage games will be played against a number of other municipalities soon. The 7-8 Co-Ed developmental division is set to begin.  80 kids will start play on Monday and Tuesday nights at Boston Valley Elementary gym. Coaches, board members & staff will be running drills and scrimmages during each session.
Josh updated the Commission on the changes made that were recommended to the budget last meeting.  He reminded them about the budget presentation meeting to the Village Board at Village Hall on Saturday, February 1, 2014 at 8am.  

HJBSL registration begins on Monday, January, 6th for this summer.  

Next, Josh detailed the 2nd annual MLK Day of Service, January 20th, in the Village of Hamburg.  The Service Collaborative will team with the Village Recreation Department to distribute bags to each residence and flyers to the schools and local businesses in preparation of the day.  Food collected will be brought back and sorted at the Hamburg Memorial Youth Center and donated to the Food Bank of WNY.

Lastly, Josh brought up the 5-year plan, with the intention to hold a public forum to gather information and ideas from local residents, along with selecting a committee to oversee the plan.  The forum is set for March 13, 2014 at 7pm at the Hamburg Youth Center to allow for time to publicize the meeting.
