Recreation Leader’s Report:

Nick reported that this is the last week of the After School Program. Parents are reminded (verbal, paper flyer) each day that Friday, June 7th will be the last day this year.
Jillian Hammell will be promoted to Head Tennis Instructor this season.  Additionally, the tennis staff attended a tennis workshop this past Saturday, June 1st, held at Miller Tennis Center, put on by the USTA Eastern.  
The Hamburg Swim Center opened for the season this past Saturday, June 1st. Registration numbers are up from opening day last year.

Recreation Supervisor’s Report:

Josh had several follow ups for the Commission:

· Oktoberfest donation: Schichtel’s Nursery has donated three trees that the Boy Scouts have planted for the department. We are still waiting to hear on the amount being donated.  
· The Community Center baseball diamond is looking great. Fertilizer will be added to help the grass grow thicker.  This fall, sand and diamond clay will be added to the infield to complete the transformation.

HJBSL games are underway and Opening ceremonies were held Tuesday, June 4th to officially open the season and inducted Bill Nye into the HJBSL Hall of Fame.  This Friday, June 7th at 7 pm, will be the Home Run Derby at Glen Meadows Park diamond 2.
The next Advisory Board Meeting will be held on June 12th.  

Josh reported on several Swim Center issues that have come to our attention.  William L Watson Co. came in to inspect the marcite surface life span and have proclaimed the surface to be in very good shape. In addition, the 2 Chlorinators machines that regulate the level of chlorine in both pools, are not working properly. Watson looked at the two machines and will be offering several options for replacement.  Another issue that Watson alluded to was the cracking under the stainless steel gutter that goes all the way around the pool. This is something that we will look into possibly addressing this fall.
Next, Josh informed the Commission about two proposals that have come to the department in regards to Hamburg Little Cagers. First, we were approached about starting a 7-8 year old division that would be a more developmental league that focuses on skill development before exposing young players to game play. Second, we were asked by another youth basketball organization about starting a travel league for kids in 4th, 5th & 6th grade.  We will be meeting in the future with several youth basketball leagues to gather more information.  
Last, Josh handed out golf tournament information to the Commission.  Letters, brochures and posters will be dispersed to local businesses within the next two weeks. The friends of the Village Golf Tournament will be Monday, August 12th at Gowanda Country Club.
