Recreation Leader’s Report:

Nick reported that the After School Program is winding down. The staff has been taking the kids outside and will continue to do so as the weather permits. 
The Friday Night at the Youth Center program will have the last dance of the year, tomorrow May 3rd.  This dance will have a glow in the dark theme with glow sticks available for purchase at the door.
Lastly, Nick reported that the Challenger league will begin on May 29th. There are 6 teams this year and the uniform order has been placed.  

Recreation Supervisor’s Report:

Josh had several follow ups for the Commission:

· Street Hockey Tournament finished with 28 teams competing over two days.

· Background checks have been completed on all head and assistant coaches by the Village of Hamburg Police Department.  The information will be given to the village attorney to review and make decisions on what offenses may exclude a coach from participating.

· The Hamburg Finance Academy sponsored time and money to the street hockey tournament

· The Hamburg Rotary Clubs sponsorship, paved the way for the purchase of a Skee ball game on the main floor of the Youth Center.

· Youth Bureau Awards banquet took place last Thursday, April 25th with three Village coach/volunteers taking home awards (Mike Kaney, Katya Kroll-Haeick & Matt Edie).

· Summer registration will be beginning Monday, May 13th.

HJBSL practices began several weeks ago and games are set to begin towards the end of the month.  Uniform distribution is set for May 6th, 7th & 8th. 

The Swim Center early bird rates have expired as of May 1st and Rob will begin preparing the pool for use by May 24th.  

Next, Josh updated the Commission on the Affordable Care Act and how it may impact the village and more specifically the Recreation Department staff.
This coming Saturday, May 4th is town/ village cleanup day.  Imagine Hamburg will be helping out with work at the Youth Center, cleaning the grounds and garden beds.  Also, the Wesleyan Church will be helping with the seeding of the outfield at the Community Center ball diamond.  Grading of the soil and fence work has already been finished, leaving infield mix, bases and benches to complete the process later this season.

Lastly, Josh informed the Commission that the Town of Hamburg is in the process of acquiring the Community Education building on Route 20.  This acquisition can have a very positive effect on our Little Cagers gym space issues moving forward.
