Recreation Leader’s Report:

Nick Gallardo reported that the After School Program is in full swing.  The students have begun signing up and attending field trips.  Jacie and the staff are doing a great job supervising and interacting with the children.  With the loss of 2 regular staff members, we hired back a staff member from last year’s After School staff, who had recently become available.


The NFL Flag Football season came to a close on a cold and rainy November morning, with the Raiders claiming 1st place in the standings. Certificates and prizes were given out to the 1st place Raiders and 2nd place Seahawks. 


Advanced, Beginner, Pre-School Spanish and Cultural Crafts classes have begun, with all classes having healthy numbers. The 8 week program will conclude before the holiday season.

Next, Nick recapped the Halloween Parade, explaining that despite the dreary weather for the second straight year, the overall numbers seemed to be higher from the previous year.  Children who participated were treated to a Halloween bag of treats and music, with Hamburg Kiwanis providing refreshments in Memorial Park.  

Lastly, Nick passed out the Hamburg Little Cagers fundraiser apparel form to each Commission member.  This is the 2nd straight year that this fundraiser is being conducted.  Additions to this year’s order form include additional colors and a ¼ pullover. Orders are due November 22nd to receive apparel before the Christmas holiday or January 17th.
Recreation Supervisor’s Report.


Josh began by reporting that Jeff Knappert has been Village Board approved to become the next caretaker of the Community Center. Jeff has begun taking on the responsibilities and will move in after several improvements have been made to the living space.  Additionally, the Recreation Department will be taking on general oversight of the Community Center in the coming months.

Next, Josh reported that the Hamburg Little Cagers league continues to grow with 2 more teams then last year.  The addition of the 7-8 co-ed developmental division has been met with a high demand of registration.  However, the availability of a gymnasium that can accommodate the amount of kids and time allotment needed to run the program has been an obstacle that the department continues to look to rectify. 


The 5 year master plan is ready to be re-visited and the Commission has asked to see an outline and proposed a community meeting for the public to express their ideas after the first of the year.  There was also talk of forming a committee to discuss ideas and oversee the progress.

Next, the 2014-2015 budget meetings will be taking place over the next few weeks and the Commission will be updated on the numbers at the December meeting.  The presentation to the Village Board at Village Hall will take place in January or February.
