Recreation Leader’s Report:
Nick passed out the April calendar to each Commission member and highlighted some of the upcoming events.

Nick discussed that the After School Program is running smoothly. Jacie is planning new and exciting stuff for the kids each day and the staff is keeping a keen eye on the kids throughout their time at the Youth Center.  

Next, Nick reported that the Spanish and Art classes are finishing up for this school year.  The classes ran very smooth and the kids were excited and engaged each time they attended. 

The Friday Night program will continue through May 9th.  There are 2 dance nights remaining and a scheduled night for indoor Gaga Ball.  

Lastly, Nick showed the Commission 2 new signs that were purchased for the department.  A new 3 Egg Limit sign for the upcoming Easter Egg Hunt (Saturday, April 19th), and new signs for the Village Pool, reminding patrons of some of the important rules to follow.

Recreation Supervisor’s Report:
Josh gave the Commission a quick overview of the Public Forum from last month and highlighted some key items.  He also discussed creating a committee for the Strategic Plan that will help generate the department’s goals moving forward for the next 5 years.  Mark DiPasquale offered his time and assistance as the Commission’s representative on the Strategic Plan committee.  

Next, Josh updated that HJBSL registration has yielded 42 teams this season, up from 36 teams last summer.  Additionally, the department has completed the coaches meeting, player evaluations, team drafts and the annual fundraiser.  Due to the poor weather and field conditions, the practice season has been pushed back at least one week.  Also, the department will be taking over concessions at Legion Field and Hamburg High School to augment the leagues funds.

Josh informed the Commission that at the next Village Board meeting, Jacie will be approved to begin as a full-time Recreation Attendant starting June 1.

The Street Hockey Tournament will be held this weekend, April 5th & 6th. There are 26 teams in 2 divisions with games being played at Glen Meadows Park on the tennis and basketball courts.  Furthermore, Sabres forward Zemgus Girgensons’ signed jersey will be raffled off. 

Due to the Town of Hamburg Youth Bureau awards being held on the first Thursday of May, the next Commission meeting will be moved to Wednesday, April 30th, and will be held in conjunction with the wooden playground assessment meeting.  The wooden playground assessment, being conducted by Leathers, will be taking place on Monday, April 7th.  The turnaround time for the assessment write-up is a week or two.  Leathers’ findings will be presented to the Recreation Commission, Village Board and Recreation Dept., prior to the next Commission meeting at Village Hall.  

Lastly, Josh brought up the idea of holding a Chicken BBQ fundraiser at the Youth Center this spring.  The Commission liked the idea and offered a few suggestions.  

Commission Report:
Mike Kaney reported that the Challenger League has one more clinic scheduled for Friday, April 25th. Also, the Challenger League will be moving over to the Howe field turf starting July 2 to complete the season while the Hamburg parking lot is under construction.
