The meeting began with Andy Godios and Kyle Murphy submitting the Swim Center report to the Commission.  Kyle briefed the group on the Tot Swim lessons and Andy give details about what took place this summer at the pool and suggested changes for future years.

The meeting continued with Caitlin Kubera presenting her Kidsplay report to the Commission.  Caitlin briefed the group on what took place this year, offered suggestions for the future and showed a brief video of the programs events.

Recreation Leader’s Report:


Nick Gallardo reported that the After School program is in full swing with registration at 206.  The daily attendance numbers are higher than they have been in the past which prompted the hiring of 3 more staff members to keep our student to staff ratio at 10-1.  With the warm weather, the program has been able to utilize the outdoors and have begun going to the gyms.  

The NFL Flag Football program is underway. There are 8 teams of 9 players. On Friday Oct. 11 will be the annual Friday Night under the lights at fields 5 & 6 at Glen Meadows Park.  

Lastly, on Saturday, October 26 will be the annual Halloween Parade from the Municipal Parking Lot to Memorial Park.  Participants will be treated to music, food and prizes after the parade in Memorial Park. 

Recreation Supervisor’s Report:


First, Josh updated the Commission on Rob’s retirement from the Village of Hamburg, which took effect at the end of September. Jeff Knappert has taken over the Youth Center janitorial duties.  The Community Center rentals are still being taken care of by Rob through November.  

The reorganization of the Recreation Department has been proposed to the Village Board and they have given their approval.  This will create a full time Program Coordinator position and move the regular part-time position to Janitorial/Maintenance.  

Next, Josh gave the Commission the finance report from this summer’s golf tournament.  After all expenses were paid, the tournament, netted the department $2,815.00. 


HJBSL travel tryouts have been conducted over the last week and calls will be made by the department to the kids who did not make the team on Monday.  Coaches will be making calls to the kids who made the team this week as well.

Lastly, Hamburg Little Cagers (HLC) registration is underway and will continue through Saturday, October 19th at Frontier Middle School.  Additionally, HLC will be starting a 7-8 Co-Ed developmental division this year.  Players will concentrate on skill development as well as game play throughout the season.
