Recycling is way of life in the Village of Hamburg and is important in preserving the environment.  In addition, the Village receives “tipping fees” for all of their recyclables, bringing needed funds back into the community. 
The Village of Hamburg embarked on a state of the art recycling program in 1975 when most municipalities barely knew what recycling meant.  It is a long, proud tradition in the Village and still going strong today.  Recycling is not difficult.  Large green recycling bins are available for purchase at Village Hall (as a new resident you get the first one free) or you can use any other container and just mark it “RECYCLABLES.” ALL of your recyclables can go in that one container.  There is a separate garbage truck that comes around on your regular garbage day to pick up recyclables.  

We encourage ALL residents and businesses to recycle as much as possible.  The more you recycle, the more you save!  For business owners, that can mean smaller or fewer trash receptacles, possibly eliminating the need for large dumpsters.  For taxpayers, the Village’s switch to Buffalo Recycling - a company that accepted even more recyclables than previously - savings comes in the form of increased recyclable tonnage payments returned to the Village and less landfill tipping fees spent by the Village.  For the environment, it means less recyclables in the landfill.
Unfortunately, there is still more that can be done.  Business owners need to implement a recycling policy and encourage their employees to do all they can to recycle on a daily basis.  Employees, if you see a lot of recyclables going into the trash, encourage your employer to do all they can to change their recycling policy and keep recyclables out of the landfill.  Everyone will benefit from the effort.
