8. MOTION by Deputy Mayor Tallman, seconded by Trustee ,

WHEREAS, Video Lottery Terminal (VLT) revenue is the Town of Hamburg’s greatest single
source of revenue within the General {A) Fund after property taxes; and

WHEREAS, the Governor of the State of New York in his proposed budget has recommended
that Video Lottery Revenue for host Townships such as Hamburg throughout New York State, with the
exception of Yonkers, be terminated; and

WHEREAS, If the Governor’s budget as proposed is adopted the Town of Hamburg will lose
$865,679 in VLT revenue in the tax year 2021; and

WHEREAS, a revenue loss of that magnitude would result in a general Town tax rate increase of
9.23%, that is substantially greater than the annual New York State tax cap mandate of 2%; and

WHEREAS, a property owner who owns property with an assessed valuation of $100,000 would
pay $47.30 more per year simply in order to keep the same level of services that the property owner
currently enjoys; and

WHEREAS, the Governor’s proposed elimination of this revenue stream would offer no
reimbursement to the Town of Hamburg for the significant expenses it occurs in conjunction with hosting
the Hamburg Racetrack Casino; and

WHEREAS, normal inflationary pressures upon the budget, notwithstanding, the Town would be
forced to raise A fund taxes to a level that would be intolerable; and

WHEREAS, alternatively the Town would be forced to consider substantial cuts in Town- wide
services, the number of employees and employee benefits to offset this tremendous loss in revenue;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamburg expresses its opposition
to the elimination of Video Lottery Terminal Funding for the Town of Hamburg; and

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that the maintenance of the sum of $865,679 must be sustained
in order to preserve the standard of living and the quality of life that the people of Hamburg have every
right to expect; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Clerk-Certified copies of this resolution shall be sent to the
Governor of the State of New York, the Lieutenant Governor of the State of New York, New York State
Senator Jacobs, Assembly Member Sean Ryan, New York State Senator Tim Kennedy, the Chair of the
Erie County Agricultural Society, and the Clerk of the Town of Hamburg,
